It is fascinating that India, the host of the G-20
Summit in 2023, introduced several profound
historical symbols, which will be presented in this
article as follows:

G20 logo: The G20 Logo is inspired by the
vibrant colors of India’s national flag: saffron, white,
green, and blue. It artfully juxtaposes planet Earth
with the lotus, India’s national flower, symbolizing
growth amidst challenges. The Earth symbolizes
India’s pro-planet approach to life, aligning
harmoniously with nature. Beneath the G20 logo,
you’ll find “Bharat” written in the elegant Devanagari
script.

The theme for India’s G20 Presidency,
“Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam” or “One Earth - One
Family - One Future,” derives its inspiration from the
ancient Sanskrit text of the Maha Upanishad. This
theme fundamentally reinforces the intrinsic value of
all life forms, encompassing humans, animals, plants,
and microorganisms, while emphasizing their
interconnectedness within the intricate web of planet
Earth and the broader universe.
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In the context of India, the G20 Presidency also
signifies the commencement of “Amritkaal,” a
25-year span commencing on the 75th anniversary of
its independence on 15 August 2022. This period is
dedicated to advancing towards a futuristic, prosperous,
inclusive, and developed society characterized by a
core emphasis on a human-centric approach.

Nataraja represents Lord Shiva in his dynamic
dance posture, skillfully encapsulating his multifaceted
roles as the creator, preserver, and destroyer in a
single mesmerizing pose.

Konark Wheel: from the Konark Sun Temple,
from the 13th-century in Odisha is also known as
Konark Chakra which symbolizes the chariot of the
sun god. World leaders arriving at Delhi’s Bharat
Mandapam for the G20 summit were personally
welcomed by Prime Minister Narendra Modi on the
second floor. PM. Modi greeted them with handshakes
and posed for a customary photo against the backdrop
of the Konark Wheel of Odisha wall.

Nalanda Mahavihara: The ceremonial dinner
welcoming G20 delegates was set against the
backdrop of Nalanda Mahavihara, an ancient
monastic university in Bihar which was destroyed by
invader Bakhtyar Khilji. This institution, active from
the Sth to 12th centuries, represents India’s historical
commitment to learning and knowledge dissemination.
The image of Nalanda Mahavihara, featuring the G20
logo and India’s presidency theme, ‘Vasudhaiva
Kutumbakam’ (One Earth. One Family. One Future),
symbolizes India’s dedication to global unity and
wisdom.
