- Adjustments to customs duties include
reducing mobile phone duties to 15% and eliminating
duties on selected cancer medications.

These measures are intended to enhance India’s
manufacturing ecosystem, promote investment, and
support sustainability objectives, including reforms
in carbon markets to drive both climate action and
economic growth.
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In the first 100 days of its third term, the Union
government has launched transformative healthcare
initiatives to enhance innovation, improve pandemic
preparedness, and promote indigenous solutions for
an Atmanirbhar Bharat. Key highlights include:

- Trials for drones to deliver medical supplies
have been completed at 12 out of 15 designated
institutions, including All India Institutes of Medical
Sciences (AIIMS).

- Bharat Health Initiative for Sahyog Hita and
Maitri (BHISHM) Cubes!' are portable, modular
medical facilities designed for deployment at 25
AIIMS and other Institutes of National Importance
to provide emergency care.

- U-WIN Portal: A digital vaccination platform
for pregnant women and children under 17, designed
to enhance access and tracking.

- Tuberculosis treatment reform: The treatment
duration has been reduced from nine-12 months to
six months.

- Ayushman Bharat expansion: Free health
coverage for senior citizens aged 70+ under the
world’s most extensive publicly funded health
program, benefiting six crore seniors.

- Medical workforce development: There are
plans to create 75,000 additional medical school seats.

Upcoming initiatives will launch next month,
including Med-Tech Mitra, the National One Health
Mission, research labs, and programs for developing
indigenous drugs for rare diseases.

India’s semiconductor sector is quickly
becoming a global center for innovation and investment.
Significant developments include:

Guyjarat has significant investments, including
Micron Technology in Sanand and a joint venture between
Tata Electronics and Powerchip Semiconductor in
Dholera.

Semiconductor demand is expected to increase
from $40 billion to over $100 billion by 2030, driven
by the India Semiconductor Mission’s aim to establish
global leadership.

1 The BHISHM is a unique, India-made mobile hospital that weighs 720 kg and is designed to provide essential medical
facilities and equipment in a compact and easily deployable format. This mobile hospital consists of cubical boxes, each
measuring 15 inches, filled with necessary medicines and equipment. The cubes are organized by the types of injuries and
medical issues commonly encountered in emergencies, such as those arising from war or natural disasters.

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- Prime Minister Modi’s visit to Singapore
resulted in Memorandums of Understanding with key
investors, and the SEMICON India 2024 event
attracted over 250 companies from 24 countries.

- Key players in the market include Tower
Semiconductor, Lam Research, Tokyo Electron,
Adani Group, and AMD

India is making strategic investments in
semiconductors, data centers, and telecommunications
to promote self-reliance and establish itself as a key
player in the global economy, fostering a sustainable
and prosperous future.

In the first 100 days of its third term, the
Indian government approved $36 billion worth of
infrastructure projects to promote integrated
development.
* Road and highway projects: $6 billion for
936 km of national highways and 49,000
crore for the fourth phase of the Pradhan
Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana, which will
connect 25,000 remote villages.

 Aviation and metro upgrades include $343
million for the modernization of Varanasi
airport and $3.67 billion allocated for metro
projects in Pune, Thane, and Bengaluru to
improve urban mobility.

* Under the Pradhan Mantri Janjatiya Unnat
Gram Abhiyan, 63,000 tribal villages will
receive essential services, benefiting five
crore tribal individuals.

* A major all-weather port in Vadhavan aims
to rank among the world’s top 10, along
with two shipbuilding parks expected to be
completed by 2030.

* India has invested $3.42 billion in
developing new smart industrial cities under
National Industrial Corridor Development
Corporation Limited (NICDP) to enhance
its global manufacturing competitiveness.

These initiatives align with the National
Infrastructure Pipeline and PM Gati Shakti platform,
reflecting a shift to long-term, integrated development
for “New India.”

In its first 100 days, India has enacted significant
reforms in the aviation sector.

» 32,357.14 crore has been allocated to the
civil aviation ministry, which includes 3502
crore for the Regional Connectivity Scheme
aimed at reviving 22 airports and operating
124 routes, thereby enhancing connectivity
in the Northeast.

* The funding for the Drone PLI Scheme has
been increased to I57 crore to encourage
drone manufacturing.

* Delhi Declaration on Civil Aviation:
Launched by Prime Minister Modi at the
Second Asia Pacific Ministerial Conference,
this initiative focuses on international
collaboration, sustainable aviation, and
reducing carbon emissions, as air traffic is
projected to exceed 500 million travelers
by 2030.

* Tax reforms introduce a 5% IGST on aircraft
and engine parts to simplify the tax structure
and enhance India’s domestic maintenance,
repair, and overhaul (MRO) industry. These
initiatives aim to strengthen infrastructure,
sustainability, and innovation in the aviation
sector.

* The Union Budget introduced Production-
Linked Incentive schemes to enhance local
manufacturing ecosystems and value chains
in the leather and footwear sectors.

These initiatives aim to boost job creation,

innovation, and global competitiveness in India’s
textiles, jute, leather, and footwear sectors.

To enhance quality and support the Make in
India initiative, the Department for Promotion of
Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT) has introduced
two Quality Control Orders (QCOs) for the footwear
sector. These measures aim to prevent the import of
substandard leather products and protect the Indian
footwear industry from unfair competition.

The Leather Exports Council has called on the
government to establish a national policy to attract
investment, boost exports, and create jobs in the
leather industry. Dr. Suruchi Mittar from Invest India
emphasized that the government’s focus and financial

support for agriculture, leather, and textiles generate
significant growth opportunities. By nurturing both
traditional and emerging sectors, India aims to
innovate, attract investments, and promote sustainable
development. This approach positions the country as
a global leader in responsible growth, and the
achievements of the first 100 days reflect this vision.

India is aligning its efforts across various
sectors with a long-term focus on job creation,
sustainability, and environmental restoration, thereby
boosting the Make in India and Atmanirbhar Bharat
Initiatives.

+ Customs duty revisions include exemptions
for capital goods in manufacturing solar cells
and panels and duty waivers for 25 critical
minerals, such as lithium, cobalt, and nickel,
which are essential for electric vehicle (EV)
batteries.

 Transitioning to renewable energy: Policy
nitiatives focused on bio-based solutions,
promoting a circular economy, developing
green hydrogen technology, and empower-
ing MSMEs in moving from fossil fuels to
renewable energy sources.

 International cooperation focuses on sup-
porting the Global South through financial
assessments and new goals for COP29.
It proposes the establishment of a carbon
market and a Green Climate Fund to build
technological capacity.

* Electric mobility: The PM-eBus Sewa Pay-
ment Security Mechanism Scheme aims to
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deploy 38,000 electric buses over five years.
The PM E-DRIVE scheme offers incentives
for electric trucks and ambulances.

India is on track to achieve its 500 gigawatts
of renewable energy by 2030. This progress
is supported by initiatives like PM KUSUM
and PM Surya Ghar, which benefit farmers
and households. The Solar PLI Scheme is
also designed to make India self-sufficient
in producing solar cells.

The Green Hydrogen Mission aims to decrease
reliance on fossil fuels by promoting
alternative energy sources.

These efforts position India as a global
leader in sustainability, renewable energy,
and electric mobility.

In the first 100 days of Modi’s third term,
India has made notable progress across
sectors, with a strong focus on renewable
energy, sustainability, and innovation:
Renewable energy: Surpassed the target by
commissioning 6 GW of renewable energy
capacity (target: 4.5 GW). Non-fossil
installed capacity reached 207.76 GW, and
procurement bids for 14 GW exceeded
the 10 GW target. Two solar parks were
completed, and 100,000 solar pumps were
installed under PM KUSUM. The PM Surya
Ghar Scheme led to 356,000 rooftop solar
installations.

+ Sustainable energy commitments: The approval
of the Offshore Wind Scheme and the
establishment of IREDA Global Green
Energy Finance in Gujarat’s GIFT City
highlights India’s commitment to a
sustainable energy future. The BioE3
Policy was also approved to support
biomanufacturing, carbon capture, and Net
Zero goals.

* Mission Mausam: With a budget of 32,000
crore, this initiative aims to enhance weather
and climate forecasting by 2026 using
artificial intelligence and advanced weather
technologies.

* The Anusandhan National Research
Foundation (ANRF), supported by 350,000
crore, aims to eliminate research barriers
and foster innovation through a mentorship
program that encourages collaboration.

+ India’s commitment to fostering innovation,
particularly through the ANRF and Mission
Mausam, aims to create new opportunities
for industry collaboration. This initiative
addresses global challenges and aligns with
the Prime Minister’s vision for a self-reliant
India (Atmanirbhar Bharat).

These initiatives represent a proactive vision
for transforming India into a global leader in
sustainability, renewable energy, and technological
innovation, including self-reliance.

It also presents an opportunity for Thai
businessmen and investors interested in exploring
these policies to seek ways to invest in India.
