Distraught
and desperate, Keshav sets out on mission to win back his
love- by battling against the age old traditions, mind-set
and value system of his country.

The entire Movie is a satire and it takes a battle against the age old tradition of open defecation in the country.

From the Panchayat to the Sanitation Department, from the role of the government to the superstitions of the villagers,
from scams to the ethos, from first love to a matured romance, The entire story line keeps people alert and learning
while scenes unfold one after the another.
